The Traidcraft site contains lesson plans for geography, English, RME and citizenship classes. The lesson on fair trade focuses on skills of debating and persuasive writing. The site also contains a link to see the flipside –a site for pupils encouraging them to buy Fairtrade goods. 

The site contains games: an orange trading game which can be used with classes which highlight Southern farmers lives and working conditions and the benefits of Fair Trade; an interdependency activity to show how our actions affect each other; and suggestions for unfair games to illustrate the difference between living in a rich and poor economy.

The Fairtrade Foundation is the charity which regulates the Fairtrade mark which is awarded to products which gain Fairtrade status. The site contains profiles of Fairtrade producers and lists each of the Fairtrade products and where to buy them. The number of certified Fairtrade products carrying the logo now stands at 4500 (June 2009).

The foundation also promotes Fairtrade and runs campaigns to convert towns, workplaces and schools to become Fairtrade. The schools page is http://www.fairtradeschools.net/schools/
